Enjoy a leisurely morning and lunch cruising upriver to Blanchetown 
through one of 13 locks which maintain the flow and levels of the river’s water.  This afternoon 
we moor opposite to the township of Blanchetown for our evening anchorage.  As the last rays of 
the sun fade, we visit Burk Salter Boutique Winery and enjoy wine tasting at the cellar door which 
is fitted out with beautiful red gum bars.  After dinner, join in on all the fun and excitement, and 
participate in the ‘Murray River Cup’.  Day 3 – Murray Princess – Breakfast, Lunch & Dinner  

Day 4 - Wednesday 12 August 2026      After breakfast we cruise downriver to picturesque Swan 
Reach.  The town was first settled in the 1850’s, was originally the largest of five sheep and cattle 
stations in the area and is now home to native flower and fruit growers.  The original Swan Reach 
homestead is now the Swan Reach Hotel where you can enjoy an ale or cappuccino overlooking 
the Murray River (own expense).  Join a walking tour and visit the Swan Reach Museum (gold coin 
donation on entry).  Cruise downriver after lunch and take in the tranquillity as the landscape slides 
by.  When we arrive at Sunnydale, it’s all ashore for the Woolshed Show as we recreate typical 
Australian woolshed history.
